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1. 	 STATEMENT OF WORK 

A. 	 Background Information 

The U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) administers the Consumer 
Product Safety Act, the Flammable Fabrics Act, the Federal Hazardous Substance 
Act, the Poison Prevention Packaging Act, the Refrigerator Safety Act, and the 
Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act. 

The primary purpose of these acts is to protect the public against unreasonable risks 
of injury or death associated with consumer products. The Consumer Product Safety 
Act specifically states that the Commission will conduct research, studies, and 
investigations on the safety of consumer products. 

The Commission collects information on injuries associated with consumer products 
by several data systems, including the National Electronic Injury Surveillance System 
(NEISS).· This system consists of statistically selected hospitals that report 
information on product-related emergency room cases to the Commission on a daily 
basis. Since these data are collected from a statistically selected sample of hospitals, 
estimates can be projected to the national population as to the number and type of 
injuries related to consumer products. 

The NEISS sample was last updated in 1997. In order to maintain the 
representativeness ofthe NEISS sample, the statistical weights of the NEISS are 
adjusted annually to take into account hospital emergency departments that have 
opened or closed, departments that have changed in size as measured by the annual 
number of emergency department visits, and departments that have changed in status 
(open to the general public with 24 hour emergency access). 

B. 	 Objective 

The objective of obtaining recent hospital market information on all U.S. emergency 
departments is to maintain the representativeness of the NEISS sample and allow for 
trend analysis of product-related injuries estimates. 

C. 	 Specifications 

Independently and not as an agent of the Government, the Contractor shall furnish all 
necessary personnel, materials, services, and facilities to conduct the work set forth 
below:
