SUMMARY OF MEETING: Mr. Korn, Pennington, and Stingl shared their thoughts on
the interpretation of Sections 1404 .and 1406 of the new law, discussed ASTM’s dual
drain standard and water hydraulic testing program, and inquired about how CPSC would
uses its enforcement powers to administer the Act. Mr. Pennington also informed CPSC
about incident data that he had collected and news media attention on the Act.
