L PROJECT OVERVIEW

Imported drywall installed in 1.8, homes from about 2004 to 2006 appears to be causing
corrosion to central air conditioner evaporator coils, copper plumbing and exposed
copper wiring. There have been reports of failure of electric appliances, TVs and
switches in affected homes. A spectrum of health effects have been reported by residents
as well. The CPSC technical staff is responsible for assessing the health and safety risks
that may be posed by the emissions of this drywall. The testing at Sandia National
Laboratories {SNL) set forth in the baseline IAG consists of two major phases: (1)
exarination of various components removed from affected residences and (2) a
gualitative assessment of the reaction of new components to elevated levels of gases as
part of an accelerated corrosion test program.

While most of the work requested under the original agreement and Modifications No. 1
and 2 has already been completed, corrosion chamber testing took longer to start and to
complete than anticipated, and testing is still in progress. Additional time is needed to
complete the exposure of fuel gas distribution components within the chamber.

_~ 1. PROPOSED NEW WORK

No new work is proposed under Modification No. 3 of the agreement. The purpose of
this modification is to provide a no-cost extension to the period of performance.

There are no additional deliverables under Modification No. 3 of the agreement.
IV.FUNDING

There are no additional funds being furnished under Modification No. 3 of the agreement,
V. TIMING

The period of performance shall be extended from December 22, 2010 to March 15,
2011,

There are no additional reporting requirements under Modification No. 3 of the
agreement.
